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For centuries the season of ADVENT (literally ñarrivalò) has 
been a time of reflecting upon Jesusô birth.  Yet, for most of us, De-
cember thunders through in a blur as we are consumed with rush 
and hurry.  A time to pause and consider becomes one of the most 
stressful times of year. 

 

Alfred Delp writes, ñ We will miss the essence of Christmas 
unless we become mindful of how Christôs birth took place.  Once 
we do, we will sense immediately that Advent marks something 
momentous:  Godôs coming into our midst.ò  Delp goes on to say 
that Godôs coming is not only a matter of glad tidings, but also 
ñfrightening news for everyone with a conscience.ò (Watch for the 
Light, p.xv)   

 

Eugene Peterson in his biblical paraphrase writes, ñThe Word 
became flesh and blood and moved into the neighborhood.ò (John 
1:14)   

 

Well, so I invite us as we enter the season of Advent that      
prepares us for the celebration of Christmas, to ponder how Christôs 
birth took place.  I invite you to join me in pondering  what it 
means for us to have God move into our neighborhoods. If we    
believe that Godôs presence can be and is found everywhere, then 
what does it means for us to have God living next door to us? 

 

Whoops!  All of a sudden Iôm a bit self-conscious about my 
ways of life and, oddly a bit relieved, especially when the rough 
times come barging in.

Enjoy this series of biographical articles about the musicians of our 

church. Each month will feature a different participant. 

I think I loved music even before I really 

knew what it was. I was born in Detroit, 

Michigan and we lived in a small apartment 

over a bar with loud music every night. This 

was during WWII, so the first song I learned  

to sing was ñJonnie Got A Zero.ò I was 

probably three years old. 

When my dad went into the Navy, Mom 

and I moved to Trezevant, TN to live with 

my grandparents. No music was available 

during my grammar school years except for 

the school programs during the school year 

with lots of singing. I got to sing in those, 

especially at Christmas. We moved to 

Paducah in 1953, and I attended Brazelton 

Middle School. To my great surprise, one of 

my classes was chorus. I continued chorus 

in middle school and also at Tilghman. But I 

had a written rule:  ñNo Try-outs!ò 

After college I was lucky enough to get a 

job teaching Math at Milan High School in 

Tennessee. I donôt remember exactly how it 

happened, but I started singing in the Milan 

Methodist Church Choir. I havenôt forgotten 

how scared I was that first night of practice.  

When I got to know the other members, 

things got better and I stayed in choir the 

two-plus years I lived there. 

I moved back to Paducah in 1966 and 

started teaching at Reidland High School. I 

retired 28 years later. My aunt, Barbara 

Ross, (a LOUMC choir member), started 

pestering me to join the choir. Then Anita 

Padgett began asking me, ñwhen are you 

coming to choir practice?ò Finally, I gave 

in, and have worn choir rob #13 ever since. 

Christian music has influenced a lot of 

my beliefs. Hearing Godôs music always 

makes me feel better. Itôs like seeing a 

rainbow, the beauty takes my breath away!
