Some Challenges Ahead . . . 

For the past couple of weeks I have been working on our application to the 
Center for Youth Ministry Training (CYMT). The application must be completed 
by March 31 in order for lone Oak UMC to get on the list for a possible youth 
ministry trainee in the fall. 

For a congregation our size we could average 10% of our average worship 
attendance, (16 to 17 youth) in a full program.  We have the potential of 18 to 20 
who could participate in our ministry. Right now we average between 8 to 10 
youth on Sunday evening, with about 7 of this group also attending Sunday 
School on Sunday morning. 

Over the last few years our youth coordinators have helped me work with 
our youth so that we could have some outreach and service projects, some fun 
activities, and some study opportunities. 

We have a good basic program for youth and we need to take our ministry to 
a deeper level! 

So, in my mind, and the minds of others who have worked with our youth 
over past years, here are some reasons to hire a youth minister in training: 

1. To build upon the solid ministry we have and draw other youth into the 
program 

2. To increase ministry opportunities for youth involvement 
3. To continue to grow disciples for Jesus Christ 
4. To reach out to youth in our community who are not connected to a local 

church 
5. To increase our contact with youth in the community 
6. To increase youth participation in the life of Lone Oak UMC 
7. To develop an overall youth ministry that effectively helps youth grow in 

faith and service to Christ 
As I have said before, starting to increase our effectiveness with youth 

ministry will spill over and challenge us to increase our effectiveness with 
children and adults. This is a starting point, not a final resting place. IT IS TIME 
TO MOVE TO THE NEXT LEVEL OF MINISTRY AND OUTREACH! 

The movement ahead comes at some cost. $22,000 additional dollars have 
been added to our 2010 church budget in order to begin to meet this challenge. 
This figure is divided in this way: 

 Salary (beginning in August) $ 14,500 
 Housing $   4,500 
 Expenses $   3,000
