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I am planning my travel to Lake Junaluska for a few days of 

spiritual retreat.  I am aware that Interstate 40 is shut down between 

Knoxville, Tennessee and Lake Junaluska due to significant rock slide 

damage and needed repairs.  So I am in the process of consulting maps 

and travel alternatives for my journey. 

As I go about planning, I become aware of how this shift is much 

like how we plan our faith journeys and our life as a people of God.   

So much in our world and church life seems to be shifting.  People 

who watch the movement of religious life in culture seem to be telling 

us that the institutional church is going through a time of transition -- 

what has been is clear, but what lies ahead is murky at best. 

In the murky water of the present and future, I am convinced of 

this:  we have been satisfied as people of God to confine Christian faith 

to a set of beliefs.  Ask someone, ñAre you a Christian?ò  See what 

kind of answer you get.  I bet they tell you ñwhatò they believe. 

While what we believe is important, belief by itself does not make 

Christian faith.  But faith has become a matter of what a person 

believes or doesnôt believe.  And there we have missed what Jesus is all 

about. The bottom line is what we do based on what we believe. 

It is time we shift our focus to putting our faith into action. 

John Wesley stressed ñresponsible grace.ò He was concerned with 

how our experience of Godôs love and care gets translated into love and 

care for others.  For Methodist folks, faith is best understood as a ñWay 

of Lifeò. 

If there is a ñmapò for being a Christian, it is found in how we live 

out Godôs love for us in Jesus Christ with folks we live among and 

meet day by dayé it is Godôs grace responding through us to the life 

around us. 

Itôs worth pondering.  Blessings on the journey!

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Just a Thought on  Rag -Pickers  
by Cyndi Stephens 

"And we know that in all things God works for the good of  

those who love him . . ." Romans 8:28 
It is just a guess on my part, but I'm thinking that no one who is reading this has ever 

had the desire to pick through someone else's trash.  It is not exactly on my list of "things 

to do".   

So it is hard to believe that, in some places in the world, picking through trash provides 

entire families with their livelihood.  In India these people are called "rag-pickers".  

When the men in these families get dressed for work in the morning they are not 

putting on a suit and tie and heading to the office. Their "office" is the local version of a 

trash dumpster.   

One man has been working at the same dumpster for twenty years. His is one of the 

better dumpsters.  It is built solidly out of cinder blocks and sits behind an office building 

in the upper-class section of New Delhi.  He brags that his dumpster is cleaner because of 

its location.  His peers look up to him and revere him because of his choice of dumpsters.  

They see him as more privileged than they are with their more "common" dumpsters.   

Twenty years of picking through someone else's garbage to find items worthy of 

reselling or recycling -- not my idea of a life of success!  I hear about these people and 

immediately think of how much better off I am than they are.  Yet, they are content with 

their occupation. They don't want intruders coming in to take away the garbage before they 

can get to it. 

 I can only speak for myself, but I have had a lot of garbage in my life. As I pick 

through the scriptures, and what I know to be true about God, I realize that I have my own 

Rag-Picker. To give such a nickname to God seems to trivialize Him until I think of the 

servanthood of Jesus.  

He was sent here to show us that God IS our rag-picker.  He finds the things in our 

lives -- however useless they may seem to us -- that are worthy of His attention and He 

turns them into riches that are valuable in helping His kingdom grow on earth.  That is one 

way in which He provides for His family. 

When I really think about it, I come to the amazing conclusion that many of those 

things in my life that I have deemed as worthless garbage, God turns into good. He even 

tells us He does this ñ. . . in all things God works for the good of those who love him . . .ò.  

Have you checked out the status of your garbage lately?
